One of the coolest places we saw was the Roman Pool. The Roman Pool is an indoor pool decorated from ceiling to floor with 1" square mosaic tiles. Hearst was affected by the beauty of the mosaics in the mausoleum and incorporated similar styles into his Roman Pool. The walls of the mausoleum are marble but the vaulted arches are composed of blue and gold smalti.


The third tour included the North Terrace, Casa Del Monte, North Wing of Casa Grande and a video of the construction of Hearst Castle.

We really enjoyed the day at Hearst Castle and learned a lot about Randolph Hearst. We drove on up Highway 1 to Cambria, where we spent the night. The drive up Highway 1 is just a short piece of the whole journey, one which everyone should drive at least once!
